local, state, and national. I realize sometimes at the local and/or state chapter level, it’s 
challenging to nurture new leadership, and occasionally we place someone in charge 
because they have stepped up to the responsibility to lead.

All 
elected officers of Constituent and Component Societies should be members 
in good standing.
